FIRST SUNDAY IN LENT



LENT AND CHANT

Simple, unadorned chant is especially appropriate during
Lent, a season of moderation, fasting and introspection. This
ancient musical form of prayer connects us to the people of
God through the centuries.

THE ENVIRONMENT OF LENT

During Lent our worship environment and liturgy are simplified,
helping us to focus on essentials. Flowers are not used during
Lent and the word “alleluia” is not spoken or sung until Easter.
The stones and bare branches in the worship space evoke the
wilderness. The word Lent means “spring” and we await the
turning of winter to spring as we prepare our hearts with joy for
the annual paschal celebration of Jesus’ death and resurrection.

I LENT AND KNEELING
Lent is a time for penitence and reflection. The
‘ posture of kneeling during Lent suggests
repentance and dependence on God. You are
welcome to use the pew kneelers before the liturgy
‘ﬁ}—g or after receiving communion.
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DON'T KNOW THE TUNE/DON'T READ MUSIC?

Holy Trinity sings music from a variety of sources and in a variety of styles. If you
find yourself not knowing the tune and you don't read music, here are a few
suggestions. Feel free to first listen to several verses of a hymn before you join in.
Enjoy the singing of the congregation, either with the organ or unaccompanied.
But in any case, read the words as the hymn is sung. The texts are carefully chosen
to go with the theme of the day or the season.



These forty days called Lent are like no other. It is our opportune time to return to the God
who rescues; to receive the gifts of God's grace; to believe with the heart and confess with
the mouth the wonder of God's love in Jesus; and to resist temptation at every turn. This is
no small pilgrimage on which we have just embarked. It is a struggle Jesus knew. It is a
struggle Jesus shares. The nearness of the Lord, in bread and wine, water and word, will
uphold and sustain us.

THE LITANY

On the First Sunday in Lent we follow a tradition in which the Great Litany is sung in
procession. The procession symbolizes our Lenten journey from death to life and marks the
solemnity of the season. The Litany is a responsive prayer, penitential in spirit. Older than
any liturgy except the Holy Communion, the Litany is timeless. Martin Luther considered
the Litany as “next to the holy Lord’s Prayer, the very best that has come to earth.”

The incense in the procession underscores the solemnity of our Lenten journey and

represents our prayers rising to God. (“Let my prayer rise before you as incense.” Psalm
141:1)

thanks. In this text, worshipers announce God's gracious acts on behalf of Israel.

Tuesday, February 23 — Polycarp, Bishop of Smyrna, martyr, died 156

Because he is said to have been known by John, the author of Revelation, as well as the
important early church fathers Irenaeus and Ignatius, Polycarp serves as a vital link in church
history. He was burned at the stake at age 86 for refusing to renounce his faith.

Thursday, February 25 — Elizabeth Fedde, deaconess, died 1921

Born in Norway and trained there as a deaconess, Fedde was asked to come and minister to the
poor and to seamen in New York City. She established the Deaconess House in Brooklyn as
well as Deaconess Hospital in Minneapolis.

African American History Month

In 1779, a Hatian of African and French descent named
Jean Baptist Pointe du Sable arrived at the western shores
of Lake Michigan. He established a trading post at the
mouth of the river, just east where the Michigan Avenue
Bridge would be built. On August 12, 1833, the trading
post was organized into the Town of Chicago. Du Sable
is honored in African American History today as the name
sake for several institutions in the city — DuSable High
School, DuSable Harbor, and most prominently at the DuSable Museum of African
American History. A new documentary by Chicago Public Television (WTTW11)
DuSable to Obama: Chicago’s Black Metropolis is being previewed at the DuSable
Museum this month to be aired later in the year.

hen Lutherans and Methodists head

to worship on Sundays in L avina,
Mont , their destination 15 the same: Lavina
Methodist Church, which both denominations
i the town call their spiritual home.

“We're so obliged to the Methodists,” said
Doris Hansen, a member of the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in America (ELCA). “If it
wasn't for them, I doubt we’d have a church.”

The arrangem ent dem onstrates one of the
many benefits of full communion partnerships between the ELCA and other Christian
denominations, church leaders said.

L ast year, United Methodist approved a partnership with the ELCA. The ELCA, in
turn, approved the partnership at its Churchwide Assembly in August 2009.

“It’s about more than supply and demand for ordained,” said Don McC oid of the
churchwide organization, who oversees the ELCA’s ecumenical relations. “It’s
about our working together in unity with our Christian partners to carry out Christ’s
mission.”

The ELCA congregation in L avina closed its building long ago as m embership declined
The rem aining few members had been worshiping in a hotel before working out an
arrangem ent with local United Methodists, also experiencing a membership decline.

“It makes no sense to have a Lutheran congregation of six and a Methodist
congregation of four in a town of 200,” said the Rev. Cathy Moorehead, the United
Methodist pastor who leads them.

InClyde, Kan, the Rev. Amta Strommen, an ELCA pastor, leads a United Methodist
congregation. She remains on the ELCA roster and reports to her synod bishop. At the
same time, she’s called to foster worship in a way that respects the United Methodist
heritage.

“There’s a learning curve for pastors—no doubt about that,” Pastor Strommen said.
“There’s also a learning curve for the denominations. What does 1t mean to be in full
communion? I think this1s going to be an ongoing discovery process.”
