Thursday, July 22, 2010 — Mary Magdalene, Apostle

Sometimes called "the apostle to the apostles” because she told them of her encounter
with the risen Lord, Mary was a woman of Galilee who followed Jesus throughout his
ministry. She was present at Jesus' crucifixion and his burial.

Friday, July 23 — Birgitta of Sweden, renewer of the church, died 1373

Birgitta married at age thirteen and had four daughters. Widowed at age thirty-eight,
she gave all that she owned to the poor, and founded a community of monks and nuns
led by a woman. Her work is continued today by the Society of St. Birgitta.
